Another day of warm temps and clear skies allowed usto cover alot of ground in the Southern Madisons. We
rode into the Taylor Fork, up to the weather station, to the top of Carrot Basin, through Sage Basin, up and over
into Cabin Creek, and al the way up to the head of Red Canyon.

There were a handful of small wet-loose avalanches on solar aspects that we noted throughout the day. While
northerly aspects stayed cold, solar aspects became wet a couple inches down.
